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Menu Overview
Most menus consist of three levels to set up the options, but some require greater depth for the variety of settings. If you 
press the MENU button, up to the third level of the menu system will appear on the monitor screen. The fourth level can be 
displayed by pressing the OK button

◊ To show and remove the Menu:
      Press the MENU button on the Remote Control to display the menu. A second press of the MENU button or a press of 	
      the EXIT button will take you back to monitor viewing.
